CALLTO ORDER/ PUBLIC ANNOUNCEMENT

The Mayor and Council, Borough of Alpine, convened for this Regular Meeting on February 22, 2023 at 7:30 P.M. in the
Alpine Borough Hall. The Public Announcement was read: In accordance with the provisions of the New Jersey Open
Public Meetings Law, the notice of this Regular meeting has met the requirements of the law by being e-mailed fo The
Record, posted on the bulletin board of the lobby in the Borough Hall and a copy filed in the office of the Borough
Clerk.

RETIREMENT OF POLICE CHIEF & FORMAL SWEARING-IN CEREMONY FOR THE ALPINE POLICE DEPARTMENT

The Mayor announced a historic changing of the guard in Alpine’s Police Department of Police Chief Chris Belcolle.
Today is his last active duty. Mayor Tomasko noted all of Alpine’s Police Department, Officers from other agencies,
several long-term Alpine employees and volunteers are present in the audience. Two most recent retirees: Stuart
Conboy whom we honored at September’s Mayor and Council meeting, and Mike Lizzi who retired after 26 years rising
in the ranks to become Captain and did not want a formal presentation but we recognize his years of service and wish
him the best.

Mayor Tomasko stated that Chief Belcolle, throughout his entire career, was a model of professionalism and a role
model for all the Officers in the department. Under his continued command, our police department steadily improved
and it had never been better. The Mayor congratulated Chief Belcolle and invited the Former Council President and
current Police Commissioner Vicki Frankel to say a few words.

Police Commissioner Vicki Frankel offered the following:

Young Officer Belcolle came to us with the motivation to become the best policeman he could be. He arrived
already equipped with a strong work ethic and the personal need for a high level of productivity. His intense
determination and his eagerness to value every assignment and every fask that needed to be done as a learning
opportunity, helped him to become, in a few years, the most experienced of anyone at pretty much everything
an Alpine Police Officer had to be responsible for knowing and doing. Along the way he fine-tuned his natural and
tfrained instincts for the right ways to handle all situations.

He didn't spend fime telling others about his many excellent efforts and successes, he simply kept on delivering
excellent efforts and successes year after year. And now, just like that, he is ready to refire.

Chief Belcolle, thank you for being here when we needed a new policeman 25 years ago. We especially thank
you for so greatly exceeding what was expected from you at every stage of your career. As you look back, we
hope that you are pleased with all that you accomplished for yourself, for your deparfment, and for Alpine
residents. It is with much gratitude that we say thank you for the years you spent with us and for the fine examples
you set so many times.

As you learn to take it easier, please be safe, be well, be happy, and know that we are proud of you, and we will
miss you.

Councilman Kupferschmid stated that he was glad him and the Chief never had to spend a lot time together because
it meant he was not in trouble but upset that they had not played music together. Councilman Kupferschmid thanked
Chief Belcolle for his many years of service to the community and wished him well in his retirement.

Borough Clerk Wehmann stated that it was an absolute pleasure working with Chief Belcolle and an even greater
pleasure to know him. She stated that Chief Belcolle was always at the ready with his support, team spirit, comic relief
and with a baseball story to share. Chief Belcolle will be greatly missed and wherever the road took him, our admiration
will surely follow.

Zoning Board of Adjustment Chair Richard Glazer thanked Chief Belcolle for his many years of service in the Police
Department.

Environmental Commission Chair Lorraine Mattes thanked Chief Belcolle for his leadership in the Police Department. She
stated that she has lived in Alpine for a long time and it is wonderful to live in Alpine; she feels so safe.

Councilwoman Gerstein stated that Alpine Police Department knows everyone in fown. She related a story, when Chief
Belcolle was an Officer at the fime, pulled in behind her as she was pulling info her driveway at 11:00 P.M.
Counciwoman Gerstein stated that she was driving a loaner while her car was being serviced and our Police
Department knew right away.

The Mayor and Councilwoman Frankel congratulated the Chief and presented him with a plaque: Chief Christopher
Belcolle whose extraordinary dedication, compassion, collaborative mindset, and steadfast leadership, have been
invaluable and most appreciated over 25 years of service to the Alpine Police Department and as Police Chief of the
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Alpine Police Department, from 2013 — 2023, presented on February 22, 2023 by Mayor Paul H. Tomasko and the Alpine
Council.

Chief Belcolle thanked his father who got him interested in this line of work by taking him to the barracks. Since then, all
he ever wanted to do was become a Police Officer. Chief Belcolle thanked God, his family, his wife, children and
mother. Chief Belcolle also thanked Chief Grayson for giving him the opportunity 25 years ago and the Council as they
have had a great relationship over the years. He felt blessed to have had the support evidenced by Josh Schneeweiss,
the Fire Department, DPW stopping by to congratulate him. This has always been a team effort. Most importantly, the
Chief thanked the guys in the department because he could not have done it by himself. Chief thanked them for
everything and his parting words were to “take care of yourself, be safe and get home to your families every night.”
